SJ to lead delegation to litigation symposium in Chongging
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The Secretary for Justice, Ms Elsie Leung, will lead a Hong Kong delegation to
take part in the fifth symposium on the litigation systems in the Mainland and Hong
Kong which will be held in Chongging on December 19 and 20.

Wu; Deputy Director of Public Prosecutions, Mr Arthur Luk, SC; and representatives
from the Department of Justice, Hong Kong Bar Association, the Law Society of Hong
Kong and other departments and institutions.
